Classification
Narcotic Antagonist
Action

Reverse the effect of narcotics
Indications
1. Narcotic overdoses including Morphine, Dilaudid, Fentanyl, Demerol, Paregoric,

methadone, Heroin, Percodan, Tylox

2. Synthetic analgesic overdoses including Nubain, Stadol, Talwin, Darvon
3. Alcohol coma
4. To rule out narcotics in coma of unknown origin

Contraindications

Patients with hypersensitivity to the drug

Precautions

1. Should be administered with caution to patients dependent on narcotics as this may cause

withdrawal effects
1. Short-acting, should be augmented every 5 minutes

Dosage

Adults: 
1-2 mg IVP

Peds:

0.1 mg/kg IV
