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Classification
Carbohydrate
Action

Rapidly elevated blood glucose level.
Indications
1. Hypoglycemia

2. Coma of unknown origin

Contraindications

None when used in the emergency setting

Precautions

Make sure IV is patent, extravasation of D50 may cause necrosis of tissue

Dosage

Adult: 
25g (50ml) IVP

Peds: > 2 years old 
1-2 ml/kg D50 IV or IO

< 2 years old 2-4 ml/kg 
D25 IV or IO

Newborn: 
2-4 ml/kg D10 IV or IO

Route

1. Intravenous

2. Intraosseous

3. Rectal
Side Effects 

Local venous irritation
