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	Romazicon (Flumazenil)


Classification 
Antidote, Benzodiazepine receptor antagonist 

Action 
Antagonizes actions of Benzodiazepines on the CNS. Counteracts effects of Midazolam if complications arise during rapid sequence Intubation.  

Indications 
Reversal of conscious sedation when patient presents with major side effects or Paradoxical reactions to Midazolam (Versed). 

Contraindications 
Allergy, pregnancy, lactation. Use caution with children and the elderly. 

Precautions

Dose is over 30 seconds, use care when administering to combative patient
Doses

Adults:
0.2mg IVP given over 15 seconds. If after 45 seconds consciousness does not occur, repeat 0.2mg IVP. This procedure may be repeated every 60 seconds PRN until the maximum dosage of 3mg per hour has been achieved. 

Peds:
0.01mg/kg. Total cumulative dosage may not exceed 1mg.  

Route 
IV/IM Administration
Side Effects

Abnormal or blurred vision, hypertension, palpitations and arrhythmias have also been reported. Other symptoms include nausea, vomiting and headache
