NOT INTENDED FOR USE IN CHILDREN UNDER 2 YEARS OF AGE. Use medical control when time permits. May be used and combined directly with Midazolam (Versed) for Rapid Sequence Induction/Intubation if there is a high index of suspicion for vomiting on intubation. Same dosages apply with R.S.I.
