August 1, 2016

The regular meeting of the Tama City Council met August 1, 2016 at 6:00 PM in the Tama City Council Chamber.  Mayor Zimmerman called the meeting to order with the following Council Members answering roll call:  McAdoo, Carnahan, Ray, Tyynismaa, Haughey. Numerous visitors.

It was moved by Haughey seconded by Ray to approve the consent agenda which includes the minutes of the last regular meeting of 7-18-16; bills paid 7-7-16 thru 7-31-16; and bills to be paid 8-1-16.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

Travis Squires, Financial Advisor from Piper Jaffrey, updated the council on the increase of the property tax levy if the council should bond for improvements to 5th Street. The city will possibly be applying for a loan of approximately $1.7M for the 5th Street Improvement Project in 2017.

A.J. Barry, Engineer from Snyder & Associates, provided an update on the Sewer Improvement Project.   Final project acceptance is set for the City Council's meeting of September 6th.   It was moved by Haughey seconded by Tyynismaa to approve the payment request #10 to Con-struct in the amount of $32,213.36 for the Sewer Improvement Project.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

John Lloyd, Public Works Director, asked the council to consider replacing and constructing new sidewalks along E 5th Street and tie it into the 5th Street Project. The council discussed whether the home owner should pay for the sidewalk as the sidewalk is their responsibility or the city pay for the sidewalk project as part of the E 5th Street Improvements.  No action taken at this time, something to consider.

It was moved by Ray seconded by Carnahan to approve Resolution No. 23-16 a resolution closing E 5th Street from State to Harmon for a Biker's Night event at the Eagles.  Roll call vote ayes:  Tyynismaa, Haughey, McAdoo, Carnahan, Ray.  Motion carried.

Anne Michael presented information to the council concerning saving the Lincoln Highway Bridge.  The Mayor stated that the city was waiting for the engineer to present a quote for engineering service costs in order to prepare specifications and approximate repairs construction costs before any action is taken on the bridge. 

Colleen Davis informed the council that on August 20th approximately 2:15 PM a larger number of older vehicles will be travelling over the Lincoln Highway Bridge she asked the council members to consider coming to the bridge that afternoon to welcome the travelers.  

Ed Hardon had requested the city to consider increasing the loan availability as stated on the loan agreement with the city at 115 W 3rd Street. This is needed  in order to increase Ed's loan status with the State Bank of Toledo.  After some consideration the council took no action and will invite Ed to attend the next council meeting.

It was moved by McAdoo seconded by Ray to approve the purchase of a new rider mower for the wastewater treatment plant in the amount of $1,999 from Tama Chainsaw & Lawnmower.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

The council considered the request to host RAGBRAI for 2017, if selected.  After some discussion the council was interested in hosting RAGBRAI if Toledo and the Chamber agreed.  In the meantime, the city will ask the question via social media if citizens are interested in hosting RAGBRAI. 

Property owners of 4th and Wilson asked the council if they were interested in purchasing two empty lots located next to the 3rd Street Park.  The council showed no interest in the purchase.

Stuart Eisentrager, Street Superintendent, explained the ditch clean out for flood control.  

The council discussed the cost to install a manual transfer switch for a generator to be used for the civic center at a cost of $11,998.00 from Hardons. The generator is from the city's lift station.   This cost also included a conversion kit for the existing generator to reconfigure to single phase.   The council felt that the city may want to check into the price of a new generator before taking action on the transfer switch installation as other costs will be expended for a fuel tank , pit and fencing for the used generator.  No action taken at this time.
