September 19, 2016

The regular meeting of the Tama City Council meeting met September 19, 2016 at 6:00 PM in the Tama Council Chamber.  Mayor Pro Tem Carnahan called the meeting to order with the following Council Members answering roll call: Carnahan, Ray, Tyynismaa and Haughey.  Absent:  McAdoo and Mayor Zimmerman.  Visitors: Darrell Brower, Aaron Yuska, John Lloyd and Jason Bina.

It was moved by Ray seconded by Haughey to approve the consent agenda which included the minutes of the last regular meeting of 9-7-16; liquor license renewal and outdoor service for Tama Toledo Country Club; and beer license renewal for Jiffy South.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried. 

It was moved by Tyynismaa seconded by Haughey to approve Resolution No. 28-16 a resolution approving the 28E Agreement with Marshall County and surrounding communities for the Mid-Iowa Drug Task Force.  Roll call vote ayes:  Haughey, Carnahan, Ray, Tyynismaa. Motion carried.  

Council Member McAdoo is seated 6:05 PM.  

Council Member Tyynismaa moved seconded by Carnahan to approve Resolution No. 29-16 a resolution approving the tax abatement for Willy Russell at 1309 Trojan Road for improvements to his property.  Roll call vote ayes:  Haughey, Carnahan, Ray, McAdoo, Tyynismaa.  Motion carried.

It was moved by Haughey seconded by Ray to place proposed Ordinance No. 578 on file as read.  An ordinance to delete the Residential Rental Housing Regulations in the Tama City Code.  Roll call vote ayes:  McAdoo, Carnahan, Ray, Tyynismaa, Haughey.  Motion carried.

Council Member McAdoo moved seconded by Ray to waive the three separate readings of Ordinance No. 578.  Roll call vote ayes:  Carnahan, Ray, Haughey, McAdoo.  Nays: Tyynismaa.  Motion carried.  

It was moved by Ray seconded by McAdoo to adopt Ordinance No. 578 as read and placed on file.  Roll call vote ayes:  Haughey, McAdoo, Carnahan, Ray. Nays: Tyynismaa.  Motion carried.

Council Member Tyynismaa moved seconded by Haughey to approve the quote for pulling a high service water pump from the water plant for inspection at a cost of $2,978.00 from Cahoy Pump Service.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

The council discussed the proposed pocket park for downtown.   Possible help could come from an intern from Iowa State, if one is available.  Another firm offered their design services at a cost of $1,000.  Council Member Carnahan stated he would contact past members of the pocket park committee to see if they were interested in meeting again concerning a design for the park.  

Council Member Ray moved seconded by Haughey to approve Resolution No. 30-16 a resolution lifting the burn ban from October 2, 2016 thru November 13, 2016 except for Halloween.  Roll call vote ayes:  Tyynismaa, Haughey, McAdoo, Carnahan, Ray.  Motion carried.

Building Official, Aaron Yuska, explained how he came up with the proposed building permit rate of $.005 times the valuation of the construction project.  Discussion concerning time that is spent by the building official for a large project versus a small project.  The council directed the city clerk to check with other cities our size for their permit fees.  

It was moved by McAdoo seconded by Carnahan to approve Resolution No. 31-16 a resolution transferring $5,000 of Community Development funds to the Capital Project Fund.  Roll call vote ayes:  Carnahan, Ray, Tyynismaa, Haughey, McAdoo.  Motion carried.

Reports:   John Lloyd – Public Works – Attended the League of Cities Conference.  Trimming trees overhanging in the street.  Removing and replacing valves at 7th and State.
                 Ray – Need to thank the Sons of the American Legion for reroofing the shelter house at the park.
