October 3, 2016

The regular meeting of the Tama City Council met October 3, 2016 at 6:00 PM in the Tama Council Chamber.  Mayor Zimmerman called the meeting to order with the following Council Members answering roll call:  Carnahan, Ray, Tyynismaa.  Absent:  Haughey and McAdoo.  Visitors:  A.J. Barry, Matt Beasley, Darrell Brower, John Lloyd and Don Weitzell.  

It was moved by Ray seconded by Tyynismaa to approve the consent agenda which included minutes of the last regular meeting of 9-19-16; bills paid 9-8-16 thru 9-30-16; bills to be paid 10-3-16 including an added bill to Central Iowa Televising in the amount of $9,300.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

It was moved by Tyynismaa seconded by Carnahan to approve the final completion of the Sewer Improvement Project and final retainage payment of $59,003.49 to Con-struct Inc. A two-year warranty begins for the project.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.  

Council Member Carnahan moved seconded by Ray to approve Resolution #32-16 a resolution closing E 3rd Street from State to Harmon on October 15, 2016 at certain times for a Bike Poker Run sponsored by the Eagles.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

The city received a request from Rick Hopper to trade the right of way rights of the walking trail to the City for the 6+ acres of land the city owns next to Cherry Lake on the south side.  Mr. Hopper is planning to log out the trees on his property he owns next to ours. By owning the land, the city owns, he would also log out the trees.  The council would like to allow the logging, however, still obtained the rights to the land and in trade-the right of way of the trail in front of his property.  There were concerns how the logger would leave the land after removing the logs.  The council took no action until they meet with Rick Hopper and find out more about the logging process and the condition of the land after logs are removed.

Council Member Ray moved seconded by Carnahan to approve Kylee Cibula, Derris Keahna and John Lloyd as new members to the ambulance service.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

Don Weitzell, Ambulance Paramedic, discussed with the council the sleep room for overnight ambulance volunteers.  Don has been discussing with ambulance volunteers more detailed specifications for the upstairs proposed room.   Another  option was discussed to move Don’s office to the main ambulance office, and using the office as a sleep room.  More discussion to take place with ambulance members before any action is taken.

It was moved by Tyynismaa seconded by Carnahan to approve payment to Tom Blake in the amount of $27,634 for housing rehabilitation at 611 Grant Street.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.  

Council Member Ray moved seconded by Carnahan to approve the Tama Disaster Plan as presented.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

After some discussion it has been decided not to change the building permit rates in the city code.
