It was moved by Carnahan, seconded by Haughey to set a joint meeting with the Tama and Toledo Council’s, Pool Board, REC Trail Board and REC Board, for November 28, 2016 at 6:00 PM at Toledo Council Chamber.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.
