November 21, 2016

The regular meeting of the Tama City Council met November 21, 2016 at 6:00 PM in the Tama City Council Chamber.  Mayor Zimmerman called the meeting to order with the following Council Members answering roll call:  McAdoo, Carnahan, Ray, Tyynismaa, Haughey.  Visitors:  Michelle Werner, Kelly Smith, Darrell Brower, Ed Hardon, John Lloyd and Mark Newberg.  

It was moved by Ray seconded by McAdoo to approve the consent agenda which included the minutes of the last regular meeting of 11-7-16 with amending the language concerning increasing the loan commitment to Downtown Revitalization from $25,000 to $35,000. Also, a new liquor license contingent on receiving the dram shop insurance for El Cerrito at 115 W 3rd Street beginning December 1, 2016.  Roll vote all ayes, motion carried.

This being the time and place Mayor Zimmerman opened the public hearing for the 2017 Rehab Housing Application.  There being no written or oral comments, the Mayor closed the public hearing.  Council Member Tyynismaa moved seconded by Carnahan to approve Resolution No. 34-16 a resolution applying for Rehab Housing Funds for 2017 to improve 6 owner occupied homes in Tama.  Roll call vote ayes:  Haughey, McAdoo, Ray, Carnahan, Tyynismaa.  Motion carried. 

Guests Michelle Werner and Kelly Smith asked the council if they would be interested in using Christmas garland that had been purchased for the City of Toledo Christmas events. Finding that the weight of the garland was too heavy to install on the downtown street lights the City of Toledo felt they could not use the garland in any other area and was not interested in other decorations. Michelle and Kelly went on to say if the City of Tama could not use the garland, but was willing to pay for the freight to return the Christmas garland, the City of Tama could use the credit for other decorations as the Chamber could not use the credit and there were no cash refunds. The decision to send the garland back had to be decided at this meeting as the company was willing to take the garland back, but they had to know first thing on November 22, 2016.  After some discussion whether to use the garland or to pay for the freight to send them back and use the credit on other decorations, it was moved by Ray seconded by Haughey to pay for the freight to send the garland back and use the credit for other downtown Christmas pole decorations.   Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

Council Member Carnahan moved seconded by McAdoo to approve Resolution No. 35-16 a resolution approving the second revision of the Economic Development and Revitalization Plan increasing the downtown loan commitment to $235,000.  Roll call vote ayes:  Ray, Tyynismaa, Haughey, McAdoo, Carnahan.  Motion carried.  

It was moved by McAdoo seconded by Ray to direct the City Attorney to prepare the necessary paperwork to loan Ed Hardon $25,000 of Downtown Revitalization Funds for improving 117 W 3rd Street.   Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried. The City Attorney reminded the council that the city would be a second lien holder to the property as State Bank of Toledo holds the first mortgage.

Council Member Tyynismaa moved seconded by Haughey to approve the police department’s purchase of a Lidar handheld radar using STEP Grant funds.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

It was moved by Haughey seconded by Carnahan to approve Resolution No. 36-16 a resolution approving an interloan of $32,838 for Downtown Improvements in the Urban Renewal Tax Increment Area No. 1 and to certify the same amount to the Tama County Auditor for collection from Tax Increment Revenue.  Roll call vote ayes:  McAdoo, Carnahan, Ray, Tyynismaa, Haughey.  Motion carried.

Council Member Ray moved seconded by McAdoo to approve Resolution No. 37-016 a resolution certifying debt of $180,000 for the tax increment finance tax rebate for Iowa Premium. Roll call ayes:  Tyynismaa, Haughey, McAdoo, Carnahan, Ray.  Motion carried.

It was moved Carnahan seconded by Haughey to approve the updated fire and ambulance protection agreements between the City of Tama, the Sac and Fox Settlement, and the Casino.  The Agreements to include an increase in the payment for such services beginning November 1, 2016 (11-1-2016 to 10-31-2017) with the first payment due by June 30, 2017 and annual payments, thereafter, to be received the 1st of November beginning 2017 (11-1-2017 to 10-31-2018).  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

Council Member Ray moved seconded by McAdoo to extend the lifting of the fire ban thru November 30, 2016.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

It was moved by Tyynismaa seconded by McAdoo to approve the removal and replacing the pole and guy wires on city property at the wastewater treatment plant as requested by ITC.  Also, to approve the installation of poles on Highway 63 DOT right of way in the city limits.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

The time for the owner of 230 and 242 W 3rd Street to remove personal property and demo the property has expired.   Therefore, the city has the right to remove and demo the property.  Discussion led to the city workers undertaking the demo or having it done by a third party.  Public Works Director, John Lloyd, will come up with some costs of whether the city does the work or have the work hired out and some specifications for the task.  John will also check into the asbestos testing.  

Reports:  Reminder of joint council meeting with the City of Toledo on November 28, 2016 at 6:00 PM at the Toledo Council Chamber for the annual update of the Tama Toledo Aquatic Board, Rec Trail Board, and the STC Rec Board.

Mayor – Explained that he has visited with Ryan Ridout, DOT Inspector, about the Recycling Permit of Larry Petersen at the E 5th Street car lot.  Mr. Petersen’s license may be pulled due to lack of activity of the location.  The city will then have the tasks of removing abandoned vehicles.  The city should know more in the near future.

Carnahan – Can you burn leaves on the sidewalks or in the street?  No burning is allowed on the streets or sidewalks.  

McAdoo – 3 or 4 unlicensed vehicles near 6th and McClellan

Haughey – Property east and south of wastewater plant, where the city wanted to use the dike as part of the walking trail, went to auction and the property did not get sold.  City might want to check into offering the owner something for the land as it seems to have no value to anyone else.
