November 7, 2016

The regular meeting of the Tama City Council met November 7, 2016 at 6:00 PM in the Tama Council Chamber.  Mayor Zimmerman called the meeting to order with the following Council Members answering roll call:  McAdoo, Carnahan, Ray, Tyynismaa, Haughey.  Numerous visitors.

It was moved by Ray seconded by Carnahan to approve the consent agenda which included the minutes of the last regular meeting of 10-17-16; bills paid 10-4-16 thru 10-31-16 and bills to be paid 11-7-16.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

Engineer, Mark Currie, presented the evaluation report for the Lincoln Highway Bridge as to options of what could be done to repair the bridge.  The council reviewed the results and asked Mark to check into the cost and if the bridge would still be considered historical if the bridge was widened and the railing installed onto the widened bridge.  Action was tabled until we hear back from the engineer.  

Ed Hardon requested a loan for $25,000 for 117 E 3rd Street.  The city’s commitment to downtown loans is set at $200,000 with $184,090.04 committed to date.  Council Members discussed providing increasing the commitment to provide approximately two more loans with the anticipation that principals will be paid down to accommodate more loans in the future.  
It was moved by McAdoo seconded by Ray to direct the city attorney to prepare the necessary paperwork to increase the city’s downtown loan commitment to $225,000.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

There are six downtown planters in need of repairs.  The city has plans to repair one planter to get an idea of the cost.  Some of the plants in the planter could be transplanted to other planters.  Ed Hardon explained that plants are needed for some of the 34 planters.  It was moved by Haughey seconded by Carnahan to approve $1,000 to be spent on downtown plants when needed.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

It was moved by Carnahan seconded by Ray to approve Ed Hardon maintaining the downtown planters and landscaping for 2017 at a cost of $1,800.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

Mike Haughey questioned why a building permit is required when dimensions are not changed of a building or improvements made when no one comes to inspect the improvement.  There is some time spent for additions or new homes concerning property setbacks but no other inspection is required when the improvement is being constructed.   The Council thanked him for his input.

Fire Chief, Paul Ellenbecker, presented Blake Windust to the council for their consideration as a new member to the fire department.  After some discussion, the council agreed that when a new member was being recommended to the council, the new member attend the city council meeting.  It was moved by Ray seconded by Haughey to approve Blake Windust as a new member to the Tama Fire Department.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

The council reviewed information attained by the city attorney concerning the road around the south end of Cherry Lake whether the road belonged to the city or to the property owner Rick Hopper.  Accurate findings would call for a survey which the council felt at this time since the city has the use of the road there was no need to spend funds on a survey.   As far as the request from Rick Hopper to log out the land owned by the city next to Rick Hopper’s land; the city plans to take no action on the request.

Council Member Tyynismaa moved seconded by Haughey to approve the Rehab Housing payment to Tom Blake Construction in the amount of $31,700 for 504 Siegel Street.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

It was moved by McAdoo seconded by Ray to set November 21, 2016 at 6:00 PM in the Tama Council Chamber as the time and place for a public hearing for the 2017 Rehab Housing application.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

Council Member Tyynismaa moved seconded by McAdoo to approve the maintenance work on the clay valves of the high service water pumps in the water plant.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

Council Member Haughey moved seconded by Carnahan to approve Matthew Schlichting as a new member to the Tama Ambulance Department.   Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

Council Member Ray moved seconded by Haughey to approve Resolution No. 33-16 a resolution transferring Sewer Improvement Funds of $118,100 to the Sewer Fund.  Roll call vote ayes: Tyynismaa, Haughey, McAdoo, Carnahan, Ray.  Motion carried.  

Reports:  Haunted Hayride was a success with plans in the works for next year to handle crowds.
