OLD BUSINESS
LifePak 15’s are now in service. The onboard charger has been wired down in the trucks. There is a part where you can disconnect the charging port from the monitor. Don says we shouldn’t have to change the batteries, but there is an extra stored in the cupboard above the monitor. 
Along with the new monitors, we have a new SPO2 sensor with CO monitoring capability. To monitor CO, you’ll need to turn the black dial until it highlights the SPO2 option on the screen and click “SPO.” All the other items are relatively in the same places as before. Just a reminder: Don’t place electrodes on the EKG cables prior to a call. The gel dries out and they become ineffective.

NEW BUSINESS
Don showed an example of the new release forms being used at Central Iowa Healthcare. The forms include spots for vitals, and have boxes to check in regards to the patient. If there are boxes that are shaded and they are marked, it requires a call to Medical Control for their advice. 

Drivers/EMT students who are attending in the back: we appreciate the help, but remember to be cognizant of what you’re doing as far as patient care goes. Just remember, the EMT/Paramedic in the back is the decision maker and calls the shots. Also, please refrain from meeting the ambulance on the scene of a call unless it is paged as a “CPR in progress” or the unit requests assistance. 
In regards to paging A-EMTs for ALS service, it hasn’t been worked out with the Comm. Center yet. If you get there and just have a basic crew, then you can request for an A-EMT to be paged if ALS is not available. Jeff and Jeremy both indicated that if the A-EMTs had radios it would be easier to communicate with Comm. Center if they’re needed.

Duane presented a new inventory sheet he had made to help with remembering to restock the ambulance after calls. It looks at some of the things we use most often, and you can check the stuff used on the way home from a call to know what you need to replace.
