August 15, 2016

The regular meeting of the Tama City Council met August 15, 2016 at 6:00 PM in the Tama Council Chamber.   Mayor Zimmerman called the meeting to order with the following Council Members answering roll call:  McAdoo, Carnahan, Ray, Tyynismaa and Haughey. Numerous visitors.

It was moved by McAdoo seconded by Ray to approve the consent agenda which included the minutes of the last regular meeting of 8-1-16;  and the beer permit renewal for El Cerrito.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

Businessman, Ed Hardon, explained to the council his request for the city to increase the amount the city would allow for the first mortgage held  by the State Bank of Toledo for 115 and 117 W 3rd Street.  The City of Tama has the second mortgage lien against the property at 115 W 3rd Street which had stipulated a first mortgage lien up to just over $41,000.    It was moved by Ray seconded by McAdoo to approve the first mortgage up to $165,000 and the city being the second lien holder at $25,000.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

Amy Doyle updated the council on the steering committee's exploration for the reuse of the Juvenile Home.  Amy invited anyone to join the committee to brainstorm ideas.  Next meeting to be held August 16th.  

Police Chief, Jason Bina, informed the council that Vlaznim Arifi (Jimmy) had been presented a nuisance abatement to clean up the Lincoln Inn Motel area.  Jimmy was to come to the city council meeting asking for more time to clean up the property.  After some discussion the council agreed to continue the abatement by August 31st.

The council discussed other clean up issues on E 5th Street.  The Public Works Director had not heard from DOT concerning the cars at Larry Peterson's recycling but will follow up.   

It was moved by Haughey seconded by Carnahan to approve payment to BDH Technology for the computer server at a cost of $3,528.50. Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

Council Member Carnahan moved seconded by Tyynismaa to approve the stripping and waxing of the civic center auditorium, hallway and city clerk's office  in the amount of $1,252.00 from Supplyworks.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

It was moved by Tyynismaa seconded by Ray to set the next city council meeting for September 6, 2016 at 6:00 PM in the Tama Council Chamber.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

The council discussed new sidewalks for the 5th Street Project.  Discussion led to who should pay for the sidewalks, the property owner or be part of the bond project.  After a timely discussion the council decided not to proceed with new sidewalks as part of the project.  

John Lloyd, Public Works Director, informed the council of the pricing for a new 80KW generator for the entire civic center at approximate cost of $49,148 including installation and labor from Hardons.   The council was not sure that it was necessary to install such a large generator.  The Mayor will contact other sources for pricing and sizing of a generator.  No action taken.

City Attorney, Dan Rathjen, read proposed Ordinance No. 577, an ordinance amending the flood plain regulations as recommended by the DNR.  It was moved by Haughey seconded by Ray to place Ordinance No. 577 on file as read.  Roll call vote ayes:  McAdoo, Carnahan, Ray, Tyynismaa, Haughey.  Motion carried.

Council Member Haughey moved seconded by McAdoo to waive the three separate readings of Ordinance No. 577.  Roll call vote ayes:  McAdoo, Carnahan, Ray, Tyynismaa, Haughey.  Motion carried.

It was moved by Carnahan seconded by Tyynismaa  to adopt Ordinance No. 577 as read and placed file.  Roll call vote ayes:  Ray, Tyynismaa, Haughey, McAdoo, Carnahan.  Motion carried.  

Council Member Ray moved seconded by Haughey to approve Resolution No. 24-16 a resolution approving the tax abatement for the improvements to 1304 Country Drive.  Roll call vote ayes:  Tyynismaa, Haughey, McAdoo, Carnahan, Ray.  Motion carried.

It was moved by Carnahan seconded by Tyynismaa to approve Resolution No. 25-16 a resolution approving the tax abatement for the improvements to 203 W 17th Street.  Roll call vote ayes:  Ray, Tyynismaa, Haughey, McAdoo, Carnahan.  Motion carried.

Council Member Tyynismaa moved seconded by Ray to approve the payment to Twin Cities Construction for curb and gutter repair for $24,243.20.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

Reports:  Carnahan - Appreciated the training on Planning and Zoning the city scheduled.
                Mayor - Meeting set for August 30th at the Tama County Courthouse from 1:30 to 3:30 PM for the  Lincoln Highway Heritage Byway and the creation of its 20-year “Corridor Management Plan” - Mayor is planning to attend and extends the invitation to the council.
