September 7, 2016

The regular meeting of the Tama City Council met Wednesday, September 7, 2016 at 6:00 PM.  The meeting had been rescheduled from September 6, 2016 due to lack of number of Council Members present.  Mayor Zimmerman called the meeting to order in the Tama Council Chamber with the following Council Members answering roll call.  Ray, Tyynismaa and Haughey.  Absent:  McAdoo and Carnahan.  Visitors:  Stuart Eisentrager, John Lloyd, Darrell Brouwer, Don Weitzell and Larry Thomas.

[bookmark: _GoBack]It was moved by Ray seconded by Tyynismaa to approve the consent agenda which included the minutes of the last regular meeting of 8-15-16; bills paid 8-3-16 to 8-31-16; and bills to be paid 9-6-16.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.  

It was moved by Tyynismaa seconded by Haughey to approve Payment Request #11 to Con-Struct in the amount of $1,425 for the Sewer Improvement Project.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

Council Member Tyynismaa moved seconded by Ray to approve three ambulance members attending education for CPR instructors at a cost of $250 each.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

Ambulance Paramedic, Don Weitzell and Ambulance member, Larry Thomas, informed the council concerning the need of a sleep space necessary for those ambulance volunteers that come for out of town to serve on the department working night shifts.  After some discussion the council agreed to discuss the request after the ambulance members have reviewed the plan and preliminary costs.

Quotes were received for a new air conditioner for the fire meeting room and other rooms located in the fire department building.  Ternus - $2,800; Hardon’s $2,488; Thomas Company - $2,466.   After a discussion concerning the bids and Hardon’s providing a discount if purchased before installation, it was moved by Haughey seconded by Ray to accept the bid of Thomas Company for a Goodman 29,000 BTU 14.5 SEER air conditioner at a cost of $2,466.  Roll call vote ayes: Ray, Haughey.  Nays:  Tyynismaa.  Motion carried.

Stuart Eisentrager presented a request to apply for DNR fire grant funds.  The grant is a 50/50 match which the fire department applies for on a yearly basis.  This year the application will request funding for gloves, hose, and masks at a cost of $1,724.95.  It was moved by Tyynismaa seconded by Haughey to approve the application request.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

Council member Tyynismaa moved seconded by Ray to approve the cost to repair a Flygt Pump at the wastewater lift station at a cost of $5,950.00 from Mississippi Valley Pump.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.  

It was moved by Ray seconded by Haughey to approve the annual cleaning of sewer mains in the city each year in a designated section of the city.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

Council Member Tyynismaa moved seconded by Ray to approve Resolution #26-16 a resolution approving the closing of certain streets for the car cruise on an annual basis.  Roll call vote ayes:  Haughey, Ray, Tyynismaa.  Motion carried

The City Clerk reviewed with the council the annual street financial report.  It was moved by Ray seconded by Tyynismaa to approve the report as prepared, Resolution No. 27-16.  Roll call vote ayes:  Tyynismaa, Haughey, Ray.   Motion carried.

The council agreed that allowing electric motors on boats at Cherry Lake should be changed by an ordinance amendment not as a motion as previously approved.  The ordinance change will be conducted when the city approves a new and updated city code book in three or four months.  Sail boats will be discussed in the future for consideration.  

The council discussed building permit rates.  The building official had introduced a cross the board $.005 per valuation rate.  After some consideration the council agreed to discuss this further with the building official at the next meeting.

The landlord occupancy city code was discussed and was agreed to remove from the city code.  The city attorney will prepare the necessary paperwork for the removal.

Council Member Ray moved seconded by Haughey to approve two interior grant requests from Ed Hardon in the amount of $4,000 for 115 W 3rd Street and $4,000 for 117 W 3rd Street.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

It was moved by Tyynismaa seconded by Ray to approve the city clerk and deputy to attend the Iowa Municipal Finance Officers training class October 19-21.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.  

Council Member Ray moved seconded by Tyynismaa to approve the engineering contract with Shuck-Britson Consulting Engineers for the evaluation of the Lincoln Highway Bridge in the amount $5,604.  Roll call vote all ayes, motion carried.

The council reviewed the 28E Agreement Drug Task Force with Marshall County.  It was agreed to have the police department review the agreement with the one signed in 2003 before final action is taken.  

Reports:  Haughey – Questioning how many repeat callers the ambulance serves.  The ambulance has to respond to all calls in order to keep their certification.  
                 Zimmerman – Council Member Carnahan is looking into a design for the city pocket park on W 3rd Street downtown.  Possible intern from Iowa State could be used for the design ideas.
· Council Member McAdoo wanted everyone to start thinking of dates for the lifting of the burning ban for fall possibly month of October excluding Halloween
                  Tyynismaa – sidewalks for the 5th Street project – need to review this again, could this be an alternate in the project.  John Lloyd will discuss with engineer.

It was moved by Tyynismaa seconded by Haughey to adjourn.  7:30 PM
